Formed in 1976, the Hunter Bird Observers Club
(HBOC) is the largest club in the Hunter Region that
caters specifically for those with an interest in bird
life in its natural habitat.

Bird watching requires minimal equipment, gets you
outdoors, encourages you to see more of the country
and provides opportunities for research and
socialization.

The Hunter Region contains many bird watching
sites of world significance, including two registered
Ramsar sites (Hunter Estuary Wetlands, near
Newcastle, and Myall Lakes further to the north)
and six Key Biodiversity Areas (KBAs).
